1. Reformed -

- the sufficiency and authority of Scriptures
- justification by faith

2. Catholic -

- not Roman Catholic, but "universal”, "connected" as opposed to sectarian or

independent
- connected to the present church
- connected to the past church

2. Book of Common Prayer (Thomas Cranmer)

. worship is 'common’

i. Roman Catholic transubstantiation disallowed (Art. XXVI1I)
ii. left unexplained otherwise
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3. Three Ancient Creeds "agreeable to Scripture"
a. Apostles' Creed
b. Nicene Creed
c. 'Athanasian' Creed

4. Three-Fold Ordered Ministry “not repugnant to Scripture"
a. Bishop (overseer - episkopos)
b. Priest (from presbuteros, or elder)
c. Deacon



1ll._Spirit of Anglicanism

1. Approach to Scriptures
a. Scripture is considered divine revelation, but no theory is official in the church
b. the Bible is 'open' - all the people are to read it for themselves (hence the early

emphasis on English translations)
c. we are to bear witness to the truth, but we cannot 'plumb the depths'

Therefore, the Anglican approach to Scripture is mark by both affirmation and restraint. It has been
referred to as 'holy reticence’.
